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Company Profile

Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited has been established under section 10 bis of the
Protection for Motor Vehicle Victims Act B.E. 2540 (Volume.3), the revised version of the Protection for
Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535. This revised version was published in the Royal Gazette, Volume 114,
and Part 72, dated 16 November 1997, to facilitate road accident victims to receive compensation
conveniently as in some areas did not have branches of insurance companies.

The Company was registered on February 24%, 1998 with a registered capital of 100 million baht,
comprising 10 million ordinary shares, each with a par value of 10 baht. The shareholders included 71
insurance companies. Later, some of the non-life insurance companies have gone out of business. Therefore,
at the present, there are 57 insurance companies remaining as shareholders.

Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd. was established with the following objectives :

1. Providing services in receiving requests and paying preliminary compensation and indemnity
to road accident victims assigned by the insurance company or the Office of Victims
Compensation Fund.

2. Proceeding business only on non-life insurance for motor vehicle insurance according to the
Protection for Motor Vehicle Accident Victims Act with the cabinet’'s approval.

3. Performing other business according to the Memorandum of Association

Section 10 of the Protection of Road Accident Victim Act BE. 2535 (A.D. 1992), amendment (volume 3)
B.E. 2540 (2003) has prescribed the first priority mission for the Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd.
as “the Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd. shall establish the operational branches in every provinces
including Bangkok within one year from the effective date of this act. With regard to the additional operation
premise to be consistent with the demand of service provided to the Road Accident Victim, it shall be done
according to the prescription of Director-General of the Department of Insurance, under the
recommendation of the Committee.” The management and the employees were well aware of such mission,
has used the meeting room of The Thai General Insurance Association (TGIA) and the meeting room of Thai
Insurer Datanet Co., Ltd (TID) as a temporary office in order to define the operation plans and guidelines to
achieve the objectives as assigned. On June 12" , 1998, the Head Office was officially established at Office
No. 65/42 A, 3 Floor, Chamnan-Penchati Business Center Building, Rama 9 Road, Huay Kwang, Bangkok.
After that, the branches were respectively established according to the plan. Finally, on November 12th, 1998,
the company was able to successfully set up branches in all 76 provinces nationwide to provide services to
Road Accident Victim as prescribed by the law.

Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd. started to provide services on receiving claim petition and
paying compensation on June 12th, 1998. Later, many insurance companies encountered a loss from the risk
of motorcycle insurance, and as a consequence a number of insurance companies were not ready to insure
the risk from this type of vehicle. In order to solve such problem, the Cabinet therefore passed a resolution
on March 2, 1999 prescribing that the Company shall underwrite only the motorcycle insurance under the
Protection for Motor Vehicle Victims Act, as another alternative for people to buy this type of insurance.
This is considered as an additional mission besides receiving claim petition and paying compensation. The
company has accelerated its operation to ensure that all the branches were able underwrite motorcycle
insurance simultaneously across the country, since April 16%, 1999 onwards.

On June 12, 2007, Road Accident Victims Protection Co, Ltd. has moved to the new Head Office at No. 44/1,
Rungrojthanakul Building, 1" floor, Ratchadapisek Road, Huay Kwang, Bangkok and on February T, 2018 RVP has moved to
new Head Office at 26 Soi Sukhumvit 64/2 Sukhumvit Road, Phrakhanong Tai, Phrakhanong, Bangkok.

o O_ﬂ ASEAN member countries have signed the ASEAN Framework Agreement on Facilitation of Goods in Transit
o (AFAFGIT) on December 16%, 1998 in Hanoi, Socialist Republic of Vietnam. With aims to promote trade and to

facilitate seamless and efficient movement of goods in the ASEAN region through integrated transport system, as well as

to promote the use of information technology in seamless transportation.

The AFAFGIT Agreement consisted of 9 Protocols, Protocol 5: ASEAN Scheme of Compulsory Motor Vehicle
Insurance, required all member countries to establish National Bureau of Insurance of each country to be the center for
cross-border motor vehicle insurance operations. For Thailand, the Department of Insurance assigned Thai General
Insurance Association to consider and propose the agency that deems appropriate to carry out such duties. The Thai
General Insurance Association has considered the matter at the Executives Committee Meeting No. 10/1999-44 and later
has issued a letter No. Kor Por 7/2543 dated January 25, 2000 proposed to the Department of Insurance to consider the
Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited as the National Bureau, which the Department of Insurance agreed
with the proposal and has issued a letter No. Por Nor. 0506/2047 dated April 12, 2002. And notified the company to
proceed to amend the Memorandum of Association in addition to the objectives to be able to operate as a National
Bureau. Later, at the 3 shareholders’ meeting of the Company on October 24, 2002, the meeting resolved to amend
the Memorandum of Association to be able to act as the National Bureau according to the Department of Insurance
recommended. And later, the government has confirmed the ratification to the ASEAN Secretariat that Thailand has
officially appointed the Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited as Thailand National Bureau of Insurance for
the implementation of Protocol 5: ASEAN Scheme of Compulsory Motor Vehicle Insurance. There were 22 non-life
insurance companies as members of Thai General Insurance Association participating in the project to distribute
compulsory motor insurance policy across for cross- border vehicles. At present, there are 24 non-life insurance
companies as the members of the project.

Roles of National Bureau according to Protocol 5
1 Issue Blue Card for Transit Transport Operators.
2. Provide compulsory motor vehicle insurance.

3. Coordinate to provide claim services when insured vehicle has an accident.

At present, RVP as the Thailand National Bureau of Insurance, has been assigned by the member countries to
serve as the Vice Chairman of ASEAN Council of Bureaux (ASEANCOB) and Head of ASEAN Council of Bureaux Working
Group (COB-WG) to coordinate and collaborate with member countries and related agencies, to develop the system
and drive the ASEAN Scheme of Compulsory Motor Vehicle Insurance to achieve concrete results and to provide
insurance coverage and peace of mind to the insured in ASEAN.

RVP, as an organization that strives for road safety culture, has established a public
website “www.THAIRSC.com” as accident data center aiming to bring information to solve the traffic
accidents problem and promote road safety culture. The accidents data can be used in analysis and research
to find causes of the crashes and determine preventive measures. The website contains daily reports of
traffic crash, showing real time number of injuries and deaths by motor accidents across the country. The
website also gathers information from Accident monitoring networks through social networking (Facebook)
from different locations and shows claim notifications at provincial level from victims across the country. The
website brings road crash information and display location of the accidents on the map to show the high-
risk spots with frequent accidents occurrence. Travelers will be able to access information and plan before
traveling and be ware while driving in high risk spot. This accident data center provides useful information
that leads to sustainable actions for traffic accident prevention campaigns.

Traffic accident data led to the project “MIS for Sustainable Road Safety” in collaboration with the
Road Safety Directing Center, The Department of Disaster Prevention and Mitigation and the Office of Health
Promotion Fund by the Road Safety Technical Center organized a workshop on road safety action plans at
provincial, district and local levels to support the road safety master plan. 2013-2015, to utilize the information
in planning road safety action plans at provincial level and follow up the results. Adopting PDCA (Plan Do
Check Action) for sustainable road accident prevention and reduction measures at local level. Utilizing of
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information from www.ThaiRSC.com in the prevention and correction measures in short term, medium and
long term. There were 17 road safety agencies participated in the planning of action plans namely Provincial
Department of Disaster Prevention and Mitigation, Provincial Police, Provincial Health Department, Provincial
Department of Land Transport, Province Rural Road, Highway District, Provincial Public Relation, Foundation,
Local government (Municipal administrative organization, sub-district administration) and Road Accident
Victims Protection Co., Ltd.'s local branch.

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Risk Management Policy

1. Purpose and Scope of Policy
Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited is aware of the importance of various risks
that will have an impact on the company’s business goals including the financial status of the company.
The Company, therefore, established risk management policy to be used as a holistic risk management to
assess risks and financial stability in supporting the company to achieve its goals and missions. And to use
as guidelines for managing various risks that will have an impact on the company both financially and non-
financially.

The management and all employees are the risk owners in accordance with the operating functions
they are involved and are responsible for the implementation of the Risk Management Policy. By managing
the risks according to the risk management process under the risk management framework. To control the
risk to the acceptable level to the company, as well as performing, monitoring and controlling the work
involved to be in accordance with the company’s regulations, operating procedures and operating manuals
under the Quality Management System (ISO 9001) and the Information Security Management System (ISO
270071).

The Risk Management Policy are set to cover all types of risks and activities in compliance with
the regulations on the notification issued by the Office of Insurance Commission.

2. Company'’s policy for managing the current and future risks.

The company takes into account both internal and external risk factors as well as the company’s
current and future business plans with tendency to cause a significant impact on the company's overall
operations. The company has considered the risk factors from the increased volatility of claims which is the
main expense in running the business, the overall business environment with legal and regulatory changes
relating to business operations, dependence on technological systems and the transformation of technology,
the increasing demand and expectations of customers as well as maintaining adequate capital to meet
future obligations.

3. Risk management governance structure relating to risk management processes and risk
management culture.
The company will set risk management policy in accordance with the business plan of the company.
Both in terms of time and implementation in order to determine the guidelines for risk management for the
company's operating activities, risk appetite and risk tolerance, as well as the connection to the company’s
capital management and crisis testing framework approve by the Risk Management Committee as well as
presenting to the Board of Directors for approval, setting goals and risk management guidelines and
communicate to employees so that the operations of all departments comply with the Risk Management
Policy.

Including establishing risk management governance structure and the responsibilities of those
involved in overseeing the risk management in the company. By requiring all personnel to comply with the
risk management process under the risk management framework and the company's risk management
policy. The risk owner departments are responsible for managing the risks involved in the risk management
process under the risk management framework and the company's risk management policy to be at an
acceptable risk level (Risk appetite) and defined risk tolerance.

As for creating risk management culture, the top management took part in defining policies and
guidelines for risk management in the company. To raise awareness of the importance of risk management.
In addition, Office of Risk Management and Compliance has communicated knowledge and understanding
of risk management process through the company's internal information system. As well as risk control and
risk management according to the ISO 9001 quality management system to ensure that risk management is
integrated in all the department’s operations.

4. The relation between insurance premium pricing, insurance product development, underwriting
and investment.
Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited, established under the Protection for Motor
Vehicle Victims Act B.E. 2535, has been assigned to underwrite motorcycle insurance. The development of
insurance products and the determination of premiums are determined by the law. For underwriting, the
customers’ identifications must be verified as well as conducting a Customer Due Diligence (CDD) in order
to classify customers with unusual transactions and prevent the company from conducting transactions with
a designated person in accordance with the Anti-Money Laundering Act. and Counter-Terrorism and
Proliferation of Weapon of Mass Destruction Financing Act.

For the company’s investment, investment policy has been set by investing according to the policy
of the Board of Directors which does not exceed the proportion as specified by the Office of Insurance
Commission. Also focus and put emphasis on the balance between “Preservation of Capital” and “Return on
Investment” under acceptable risk. Results in a prudent investment decision making process with various
risks analysis coupled with consideration on the return on investment that is worthwhile. And closely monitor
the investment situation of the investment market for tangible benefits.

5. Risks reporting, duties and responsibilities of employee involved in the risk management
process.

For Risks Reporting, the risk owner is responsible for reporting the risks that the department is
responsible for to the Office of Risk Management and Compliance. Which will gather the risk management
results from all departments in order to monitor the risk status and report to the implementation of the risk
management policy to the Risk Management Committee and the Board of Directors. For consideration and
review of risk management measures including reviewing the sufficiency of the risk management framework
and the risk management policy.

The Office of Internal Audit is responsible for monitoring and reviewing risk management results
of the risk owners and the Office of Risk Management and Compliance and report to the Audit Committee
and the Board of Directors.

6. Crisis Testing Framework

As non-life insurance business operations involve in various risk situations that may affect the
company. The company has therefore established a framework for testing the crisis. In order to test the
expected risk situations that may arise and impact the company both financially and non-financially. To
analyze the business continuity in various situations. As well as to determine management action plan and
the Business Continuity Plan (BCP) if such an event occurs. The company defines the situations used in the
test, including the base situation, the macroeconomic, financial crisis, catastrophe, reverse stress test and a
situation that can significantly affect the company's capital and financial security. The stress testing shall be
carried out at least once a year.

7. Risk Appetite and Risk Tolerance for Key Risk Factors of each operational activity.

The Company has set up risk management categorized according to key operational activities by
monitoring and controlling the risk through Key Risk Indicator. Which defines the acceptable risk level (Risk
Appetite) and the Risk Tolerance to monitor status or trend of the risk and used as a warning signal of
impending risks in the future. Annual Risk Management Plan is set with the approval of the Risk Management
Committee and presented to the Board of Directors for approval.

8. The relation between acceptable deviation range, reserve capital and risk monitoring process.

As the company has established holistic risk management guidelines and Own Risk and Solvency
Assessment under the Risk Management Framework. The risk owner department shall assess financial risk
in order to assess the impact of the operational risk. The Risk Management Division will collect and summarize
the overall impact which affects the capital status of the company. And the required capital according to
the law together with the management who are responsible for managing the company's capital in order
to comply with the capital management plan. Present to the Risk Management Committee and the Board of
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Directors to consider the acceptable risk appetite and the risk tolerance set as the target of capital status
in line with the company's business plan.

In the case of capital adequacy ratio is lower than the capital adequacy ratio (Thresholds) set by
the company, the Capital Contingency Plan must be implemented.

9. The relation between risk management policies, strategies and business objectives in the
context of current and future situations.
Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited was established under the Protection for
Motor Vehicle Victims Act B.E. 2535 with the following objectives.

1) Providing services in receiving requests and paying preliminary compensation and
indemnity to road accident victims as assigned by the insurance company or the Office
of Victims Compensation Fund.

2) Providing services in receiving claims, conduct accident causation survey, pay
compensation of the company and or as assigned by the insurance company and fife
insurance company.

3) Underwrite motor vehicle insurance under the Protection for Motor Vehicle Victims Act
for the type of vehicles that is approved by the Cabinet.

4) Perform other activities as specified in the memorandum of association.

From the objectives of the establishment, the company has set the main annual missions as follows:

1) Develop claims services system into the digital era for assisting road accident victims.

2) Develop underwriting system by expanding insurance coverage to society and
communities.

3) Promote the organization to drive road safety culture and support information on road
accidents for the government sector, private sector, and civil society to reduce road
accidents.

4) Develop employee potential continuously.

In establishing risk management policies, taking into account the importance of the company’s
business objectives. By focusing on the risk management policy that support the operations of the company
to achieve the established objectives. Through risk management processes and plans that cover the
company's operational activities in accordance with the Company's business objectives. As well as enhancing
understanding and awareness of the importance of risk management among the employees in all
departments along with the operation.

‘ Fair Treatment of Customers Policy

Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd. put emphasis on optimize the maximum benefits of the
insured, road accident victims, eligible party to receive preliminary compensation and compensation as well
as related stakeholders and the public. Therefore, the company has set this policy for the Board of Directors,
executives, employees as well as agents and brokers to abide by to ensure that the insured, the victim, the
beneficiary, related stakeholders, and the public will receive services in insurance and claims conveniently,
speedily, accurately and fairly. With the process of underwriting and claim payment and selection of agents
and brokers, providing distribution channels and insurance information, complaint management as well as
monitoring and internal auditing that can support and ensure effectiveness of insurance service and claim
management.

‘ Fraud Risk Management Policy

Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited operate its business by adhering to good corporate
governance principles with ethics, taking into account the maximum benefits of the insured, the victims,
eligible party to receive preliminary compensation and compensation, relevant stakeholders and the public.
As an important principle in the company management, therefore determined this policy to create fraud
risk management both internal and external of the organization. The personnel at all levels are obliged to
strictly comply with the fraud risk management policy without negligence to activities that may cause fraud
as following.
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Fraud means fraudulent act or negligence to fraudulent act in order to gain unlawful benefit, regardless
of whether the beneficiary of the fraud was the person who performed the fraud or any other related
person.

Internal fraud means defrauding the company, the insured, beneficiary, persons who have the right to
claim under the insurance contract or the violated persons by directors, executives, employees, either alone
or in conjunction with others, from both inside or outside the company.

External fraud means defrauding the company, the insured, beneficiary, persons who have the right
to claim under the insurance contract or the violated persons by the insured, beneficiary, persons who have
the right to claim under the insurance contract, Non-life insurance agent, broker, or other individuals
assigned by the company or persons who are not directors, executives, employees or staff of the company.

1. The Board of Directors, the management and employees of the company must not accept all
forms of fraud both directly and indirectly, whether for the benefit of oneself or a person
concerned.

2. Support corporate culture that emphasizes ethics, integrity and anti-fraud to raise awareness
and share responsibility for not directly or indirectly involved in fraud. By providing training for
personnel development to have knowledge and understanding and aware of fraud risk.

3. Establish a risk management process, risk management and fraud risk management evaluation
to control the risk to be at acceptable level for the company and propose to the Board of
Directors.

4. Establish control measures, internal audit and report of fraudulent activities which cause damage
to the organization either directly or indirectly to the Board of Directors to take corrective
action within an appropriate time period.

5. Establish rules and procedures for reporting fraudulent clues, data confidentiality and measures
to protect people who report frauds.

6. Establish a commission of inquiry that is independent of activities that are suspected of fraud.
In order to find facts and if found guilty, the company’s disciplinary actions or legal action will
be taken. The investigation results and damage management reports will be reported to the
Audit Committee at least once a quarter.

7. Establish a database system for internal and external fraud. In the field of underwriting, claims
management and other related operations for the purpose of tracking and increasing the
efficiency of fraud risk management of the company.

8. Review policy on control, tracking and evaluate the fraud risk management and report to the
Risk Management Committee and the Board of Directors as well as prepare a summary report

on the implementation of risk management measures on fraud at least once a year.

supervise and manage the IT risks and cyber threats properly and systematically. And complies with
international standards and the regulations of the Office of Insurance Commission. The management and all
employees are responsible for performing duties that are involved in compliance with this risk management
policy which covers the following.

1) Duties and responsibilities in managing the IT risk.

2) Process and procedure for risk assessment and risk management.

3) |IT risk appetite.

4) Risk assessment criteria covering the level of impact and the level of likelihood of an incident

to prioritize risk management.

5) Methods and tools for managing risks to an acceptable level.

6) Determination, monitoring and reporting of IT risk indicator.

7) Risk reporting.

Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited has a risk assessment for investment in Thai Insurers
Data Net Company Limited (TID) under the Risk Management Framework and Risk Management Policy
according to the COSO (Committee of Sponsoring Organization of the Tread Way Commission) and in
accordance with the regulations of the OIC, with the following risk management guidelines.

e Establishment of the Office of Risk Management and Compliance as an independent agency
from the investment department responsible for managing and monitoring risks continuously.

e Identification of investment risks and set acceptable risk appetite by considering the financial
stability of the company.

e The risk assessment will be evaluated in accordance with the guidelines and criteria in
accordance with the risk management policy and framework set by the company.

e Risk response and control in accordance with the risk response guideline to the company’s
acceptable risk level.

e Monitor and report the risks to the Risk Management Committee and the Board of Directors
according to the risk management structure.

The Audit Committee of Road Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd. comprises of three independent
directors who have sufficient knowledge and experience to verify the reliability of the financial statements
and are well qualified under the applicable laws prescribed by the Office of Insurance Commission (OIC),
namely,

1 Mr. Anon Vangvasu as Chairman of the Audit Committee
2. Mr. Prayat Thitathumkul as Director of the Audit Committee
3. Mr. Prasitchai Soontrapirom as Director of the Audit Committee

Mr. Kitti Charawanno, Senior Director Office of Internal Audit, as Secretary to the Audit Committee.
The Audit Committee performed under the scope of duties and responsibilities assigned by the Board of
Directors and pursuant to the regulations of the Office of Insurance Commission (OIC). In 2022, the Audit
Committee had carried out its responsibilities in accordance with good corporate governance and the
Audit Committee Charter which was approved by the Board of Directors. The Committee had performed
such responsibilities with high level of knowledge, capability, carefulness and prudence and performed its
duty with sufficient independence to ensure that maximum benefits were delivered to stakeholders in an
equal manner. The Audit Committee had held 12 meetings in 2022 and regularly reported its performance
to the Board of Directors. The Committee hold meetings with the external auditor without the
Management being present to ensure that the auditor is independent to receive information and audit
significant information required for the preparation of financial statements. The Audit Committee also
attended the meetings with the Management and internal auditors to acknowledge and exchange their
views on the relevant agendas. Its duties can be summarized as follows.

1. Financial Reporting Review

The Audit Committee had reviewed the Company’s quarterly financial statements as well as its 2022
annual and consolidated financial statements with the Management and external auditor to consider
financial reports, disclosure of information in support of financial statements, accounting policies, and
significant accounting estimates to ensure that the preparation of financial statements was in accordance
with regulatory requirements and financial reporting standards that were in line with generally accepted
accounting principles, the Company’s accounting system and financial statements were accurate and
reliable, and information was sufficiently disclosed and beneficial to users. The Management was
responsible for preparing financial reports whereas the external auditor was responsible for reporting and
giving opinions on these financial statements. The auditor gave unconditional opinions after reviewing and
auditing all financial statements.

The Audit Committee’s opinion was consistent with that of the auditor that the Company’s financial
statements were materially accurate in accordance with the financial reporting standards”

2. Risk Management Review

ensure that it was in line with OIC's requirements and the Company’s risk management policy. The Audit
Committee had reviewed the appropriateness and effectiveness of the Company’s risk management
process and found that the Company systematically identified, assessed, responded, and monitored its
key risks and were able to manage them within its risk appetite. In addition, potential cyber threats and
emerging risks that may affect the Company’s security and financial stability had been constantly
monitored whereas risk management training had been performed throughout the Company at all levels
to ensure that the Company’'s employees are an important mechanism in creating additional value to the
Company. The Company has disclosed its key risks in the 2022 Annual Report.

The Audit Committee opined that the Company’s risk management system was adequate and effective
and were able to manage key risks within the Company’s risk appetite.
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3. Internal Control System Review

The Audit Committee has jointly reviewed the Company’s internal control system with the external
auditor and the Audit Committee Secretary. Such a review had been conducted to assess the adequacy
and appropriateness of the internal control system that was in accordance with the internal audit
standards and the guidelines prescribed by the Office of Insurance Commission (OIC) including
information system security internal control. The Committee had also monitored audit findings which
followed the approved audit plan whereas the Company’s Management had monitored and ensured that
all recommendations and opinions from the Audit Committee were seriously taken and the internal control
system was continuously developed to be in line with changing circumstances. The internal audit findings
found no internal control weakness that had a material impact on the Company’'s operations. The
Company’s internal control and risk management systems were adequate and efficient. In addition, the
external auditor found no significant weakness that might adversely affect the Company's financial
statements.

4. Legal and Compliance Review

The Audit Committee reviewed the Company’s legal and compliance process and systems, business
procedures, related party transactions, and those with potential conflicts of interest. The Committee also
held meetings with the Management to acknowledge the Company’s measures to improve operational
processes and prevent errors that may adversely affect the Company as a whole to ensure effective
monitoring and controls over key regulatory compliance issues and improvements in the operational
processes that must be in accordance with related regulations. The Audit Committee did not receive any
reports from the external auditor or any allegation of misconduct from external parties. In addition,
information disclosure from the Management and internal audit showed no non-compliance. The
Committee, therefore, concluded that the Company had effective compliance system and performed
sound business operations.

4812 and/or Khun Somjai Khunapasut CPA Registration Number 4499 and/or Khun Saranya Pludsri CPA
Registration Number 6768 and/or Khun Bongkot Kriangphanamorn CPA Registration Number 6777 as the
auditors of the Company and the audit fees for the annual, quarterly, and consolidated financial
statements of 2023 at the amount of THB 2.5 million.

Committee Charter with sufficient knowledge, capabilities, carefulness, and prudence and performed its
duty with sufficient independence.

Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited (“the Company”) was registered as a limited
company on 24 February 1998, in according to the Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535 amended
by the Motor Vehicle Victims Act (No.5) B.E. 2551. The Company’s business is to provide the claim
services to motor vehicle victims on behalf of insurance companies or the Victim Compensation
Fund. The insurance companies are required to submit subsidy to the Company as mentioned in
Note 26.

On 2 March 1999, the Cabinet approved the Company operates in the non-life insurance,
especially compulsory motorcycle insurance under the Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535.

The registered office of the Company is 26 Soi Sukhumvit 64/2, Phra Khanong Tai, Phra
Khanong, Bangkok.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Thai Financial Reporting
Standards enunciated under the Accounting Professions Act BE. 2547, and in accordance with
Thai accounting practices related to insurance and the guidelines prescribed by the Office of
Insurance Commission ("OIC"), and in accordance with the format of financial statements
specified in the Notification of the OIC regarding criteria, procedures, conditions and terms for
preparation and submission of financial statements and operating performance reports of non-
life insurance companies (No.2) BE. 2562, dated 4 April 2019.

The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis except where otherwise
disclosed in accounting policies.

The financial statements in Thai language are the official statutory financial statements of the
Company. The financial statements in English language have been translated from such financial
statements in Thai language.

Financial reporting standards that became effective in the current year

During the vyear, the Group has adopted the revised financial reporting standards and
interpretations which are effective for fiscal years beginning on or after 1 January 2022. These
financial reporting standards were aimed at alignment with the corresponding International
Financial Reporting Standards with most of the changes directed towards clarifying accounting
treatment and providing accounting guidance for users of the standards.

The adoption of these financial reporting standards does not have any significant impact on the
Group'’s financial statements.

Significant accounting policies

Product classification

The Company classifies insurance contracts based on the nature of the insurance contract. An
insurance contract is a contract where the insurer has accepted significant insurance risk from
another party (the insured) by agreeing to compensate the insured if a specified uncertain
future event (the insured event) adversely affects the insured. Determination of whether a
significant insurance risk has been accepted is based on comparison of the amount of benefit
payable under the contract if an insured event occurs with the payment obligation if the insured
event does not occur. If a contract does not meet these criteria, the Company classifies it as an
investment contract. The investment contract has legal form of insurance contract and transfers
financial risk to the insurer but significant insurance risk not transfer to the insurer.

The Company classifies contract based on an assessment of the insurance risk at an inception of
contract on a contract-by-contract basis. Once a contract has been classified as an insurance
contract, it remains an insurance contract for the remainder of its lifetime, unless all rights and
obligations are extinguished or expire. If any contract is previously classified as an investment
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contract at the inception date, it can, however, be reclassified as insurance contract after

inception if insurance risk becomes significant.

Premium income

Premium income consists of direct premium less premium of canceled policies and
premiums refunded to policyholders and recognised on the date the insurance policy
comes into effect.

Subsidy income

Subsidy income are cash received on a quarterly basis from the Company’s shareholders,
who are insurance companies, at a rate of 2% (since 1 July 2000) of the compulsory motor
insurance premiums of the shareholders. These shareholders enable the Company to
provide services related to the receipt of claims and payment of claims or other monies, in
accordance with the Motor Vehicle Victims Act B.E. 2535 amended by the Motor Vehicle
Victims Act (No. 3) BE. 2540, and the Announcement of Ministry of Commerce dated 22
November 2000.

Since 1 January 2004, the subsidy income have been charged at the rate of 225 % of
motor insurance premium, in accordance with the Announcement of Ministry of Commerce
dated 8 June 2004.

Since 1 January 2010, the subsidy income have been amended the contribution rate to
12.25% of the received premiums under the Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535, in
accordance with the Announcement of Ministry of Finance, dated 26 April 2010.

Subsidy income are recognised on an accrual basis.

Fee and management income

Fee and management income are recognised when claims are paid to the victims on behalf
of the insurance companies who are the Company’s shareholders, at a rate of Baht 300 per
claim.

Investment income

Interest income

Interest income is calculated using the effective interest method and recognised on an
accrual basis. The effective interest rate is applied to the gross carrying amount of a
financial asset, unless the financial assets subsequently become credit-impaired when it is
applied to the net carrying amount of the financial asset (net of the expected credit loss

allowance).

Dividends
Dividends are recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

Gain (loss) on investments
Gain (loss) on investments consist of gain (loss) on disposal of investments net of the
impairments and related expenses. Gain (loss) on investments are recognised as revenues

or expenses on the transaction date.

Expenses recognition

(a) Claim expenses and loss adjustment expenses.
Claim expenses and loss adjustment expenses of both reported and not reported are
stated at the amounts of claims, related expenses, and loss adjustments of current and
prior period incurred during the year, less residual value and other recovers (if any).

Claim expenses and loss adjustment expenses are recognised upon the receipt of the
claims advice from the insured, based on the claims notified by the insured and estimates
made by the Company’s management. The maximum value of claims estimated is not
however, to exceed the sum-insured under the relevant policy.

(b) Commission and brokerage fees expenses
Commissions and brokerages are expended when incurred.

(c) Other underwriting expenses
Other underwriting expenses are other expenses from underwriting for both direct and
indirect expenses, including insurance-related contributions, which are recognised as
expenses on an accrual basis.

(d) Operating expenses
Operating expenses are operating expenses that are not related to the underwriting
process and claims, and are recognised as expenses on an accrual basis.

(e) Finance cost
Interest expense from financial liabilities at amortised cost is calculated using the effective
interest method and recognised on an accrual basis.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash in hand and at banks, and all highly liquid investments
with an original maturity of three months or less and not subject to withdrawal restrictions.

Premium receivables and allowance for doubtful accounts

Premium receivables are stated at the net realisable value. Allowance for doubtful accounts is
provided for the estimated losses that may be incurred in collection of premium receivable. The
allowance is generally based on collection experience and the current status of the premium
receivables as at the end of reporting period.

Increase (decrease) in allowance for doubtful accounts is recognised as expenses during the
year in profit or loss.

Investments in securities

(@) Investments in securities held for trading are stated at fair value. Changes in fair values of
these securities are recorded in profit or loss. Investments in securities classified to trading
securities when the Company’s main purpose is to sell in the near future.

(b) Investments in available-for-sale securities are stated at fair value. Changes in fair values of
these securities are recorded in other comprehensive income.

(c) Investments in debt securities, both due within one year and expected to be held to
maturity, are recorded at amortised cost. The premium/discount on debt securities is
amortised/accreted by the effective rate method with the amortised/accreted amount
presented as an adjustment to the interest income.

(d) Investments in non-marketable equity instruments (non-listed company) are stated at fair
value and classified as available-for-sale investments measured fair value through other
comprehensive income. Change in the fair value of these investments are recognised in
other comprehensive income

The fair value of marketable securities is based on the latest bid price of the last working day of
the year. The fair value of debt instruments is determined based on yield rate quoted by the
Thai Bond Market Association. The fair value of unit trust is determined from its net asset value.
The fair value of non-marketable equity instruments is determined using the general accepted
fair value techniques.

On disposal of an investment, the difference between net disposal proceeds and the cost of the
investment is recognised in profit or loss. The weighted average method is used for
computation of the cost of investment.

In the event the Company reclassifies investments from one type to another, such investments
will be readjusted to their fair value as at reclassification date. The difference between carrying
amount of the investments and the fair value on the date of reclassification are recorded in
profit or loss or recorded as other components of equity, depending on the type of investment
that is reclassified.

At end of reporting period, investments in debt instruments measured at amortised cost are
stated at amortised cost net of an allowance for expected credit loss.

Impairment of financial assets
Expected credit loss of debt financial assets

The Company recognises expected credit loss on debt financial assets that debt instruments
measured at amortised cost by applying the general approach as Accounting Guidance related
to financial instruments are as follow:

Measurement of expected credit loss

An expected credit loss represents the present value of expected cash shortfalls over the
residual term of a financial asset. A cash shortfall is the difference between the cash flows that
are due in accordance with the contractual terms of the instrument and the cash flows that are
expected to be received over the contractual life of the instrument.

Estimates of expected cash shortfalls are determined by multiplying the probability of default
(PD) with the loss given default (LGD) and the expected exposure at the time of default (EAD).
The estimates calculate the probability of default and potential loss when a counterparty
defaults, based on information from the Thai Bond Market Association (in case of debt securities
investment), historical data, adjusted for current observable data and forecasts of future events
that are supportable and reasonable. The Company reviews and revises of the methods,
assumptions and forecasts of future events on a regular basis.

For expected credit loss recognition, financial assets are classified in any of the below 3 stages.
A financial asset can move between stages during its lifetime. The stages are based on changes
in credit quality since initial recognition and defined as follows:

Stage 1 Financial assets without a significant increase in credit risk

Financial assets that have not had a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition (i.e.
no stage 2 or 3 triggers apply) or debt instrument that considered to have low credit risk at
each reporting date. An allowance for expected credit losses are recognised at the amount
equivalent to the expected credit losses in the next 12 months.

The Company identifies debt instruments with a credit rating not lower than BBB- as low credit
risk and classified them as investment grade. Debt instruments with a credit rating lower than
BBB- and/or subject to any event which negatively affects their credit quality are classified as
non-investment grade, and investment officer is to closely monitor and review the quality of
these assets to determine whether the credit risk has increased significantly.

Stage 2 Financial assets with a significant increase in credit risk

When financial assets have a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition but not
credit-impaired, expected credit losses are recognised for possible default events over the
lifetime of the financial assets. A significant increase in credit risk is assessed by using a number
of quantitative and qualitative factors that are significant to the increase in credit risk.

Quantitative factors include an assessment of whether there has been a significant increase in
the probability of default (PD) since origination, such as downgrade of counterparty credit
rating. If there is a change beyond the rate specified by the Company, such financial assets will
be consider to have a significant increase in credit risk.

Qualitative factor assessments are part of current credit risk management processes, such as an
assessment of significant deterioration in the counterparties’or debt instrument issuers’ ability to
repay. Qualitative indicators include operating results, financial liquidity and other reliable
indicators.

Financial assets can be transferred to stage 1in case they have proven that their ability to repay
are back to normal.

Stage 3 Credit impairment financial assets

Financial assets are also considered to be credit-impaired where the counterparties or debt
instrument issuers are unlikely to pay on the occurrence of one or more observable events that
have a negative impact on the estimated future cash flows of the financial assets. Evidence that
a financial asset is credit-impaired include observable information such as significant financial
difficulty of counterparties or debt instrument issuers, a breach of contract or past due event
and probability that the borrower will enter bankruptcy or other financial reorganisation and so
on.

For other financial assets or contract assets that do not contain a significant financing
component, the Company applies a simplified approach to determine the lifetime expected
credit loss. It is based on its historical credit loss experience and adjusted for forward-looking
factors specific to the debtors or counterparties and the economic environment.

Increase (decrease) in allowance for expected credit loss is recognised as expenses during the
year in profit or loss. The Company has a policy to write off any financial assets when it is
believed that they will not be collected from the counterparties.

Allowance for impairment of equity instruments

Loss from impairment of equity instruments classified as investments in available-for-sale
securities is immediately recognised through profit or loss when there is an objective evidences
which indicate that the cost of the investment in an equity instrument may not be recovered,
and there is a significant or prolonged decline in the fair value of an investment in an equity
instrument below its cost.

Loss on impairment (if any) is recognised recorded as expenses in profit or loss.

Classification and measurement of financial liabilities
At initial recognition the Company's financial liabilities are recognised at fair value net of
transaction costs and classified as liabilities to be subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Derecognition of financial instruments

A financial asset is primarily derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the asset
have expired or have been transferred and either the Company has transferred substantially all
the risks and rewards of the asset, or the Company has transferred control of the asset.

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or
cancelled or expires.

Offsetting of financial instruments
Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset, and the net amount is reported in the
statement of financial position if there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset the
recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, to realise the assets and
settle the liabilities simultaneously.

Loans and interest receivables and allowance for expected credit loss
Loans and interest receivables are stated at amortise cost, net of allowance for expected credit
loss.

Increase (decrease) in allowance for expected credit loss is recognised as expenses during the
year.

Land building and equipment and depreciation
Land is stated at cost. Building and building improvements and equipment are stated at cost
less accumulated depreciation and allowance for loss on impairment of assets (if any).

Depreciation of building and building improvements and equipment is calculated by reference to
their cost on a straight-line basis over the following estimated useful lives:

Building and building improvements 20 years
Leasehold building improvements 5 years
Furniture, fixtures and office equipment 3 years and 5 years
Motor vehicles 5 years

Depreciation is included in determining income.
No depreciation is provided on land and assets under installment.

An item of equipment is derecognised upon disposal of when no future economic benefits are
expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising from disposal of an asset is included
in profit or loss when the asset is derecognised.

Leases

At inception of contract, the Group assesses whether a contract is, or contains, a lease.
A contract is, or contains, a lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use of an
identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.

The Group applied a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for
short-term leases and leases of low-value assets. At the commencement date of the lease (ie.
the date the underlying asset is available for use), the Group recognises right-of-use assets
representing the right to use underlying assets and lease liabilities based on lease payments.

(@) Right-of-use assets

Right-of-use assets are measured at cost, less accumulated depreciation, any accumulated
impairment loss, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of right-
of-use assets includes the amount of lease liabilities initially recognised, initial direct costs
incurred, and lease payments made at or before the commencement date of the lease.

Depreciation of right-of-use assets are calculated by reference to their costs, on the
straight-line basis over the shorter of their estimated useful lives and the lease term.

(b) Lease liabilities
Lease liabilities are measured at the present value of the lease payments to be made over
the lease term. The lease payments is include only fixed payments.

The Group discounted the present value of the lease payments by the interest rate implicit
in the lease or the Group's incremental borrowing rate. After the commencement date, the
carrying amount of lease liabilities is increased to reflect the accretion of interest and
reduced for the lease payments made. In addition, the carrying amount of lease liabilities is
remeasured if there is a change in the lease term, a change in the lease payments or a
change in the assessment of an option to purchase the underlying asset.

(c) Short-term leases and leases of low-value assets
A lease that has a lease term less than or equal to 12 months from commencement date or
a lease of low-value assets is recognised as expenses on a straight-line basis over the
lease term.

Intangible assets and amortisation
Intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortisation and any accumulated
impairment loss (if any).

Intangible assets with finite lives are amortised on the straight-line basis over the economic
useful life and tested for impairment whenever there is an indication that the intangible asset
may be impaired. The amortisation period and the amortisation method of such intangible assets
are reviewed at least at each financial year end. The amortisation expense is recognised as
expense to profit or loss.

The useful lives of the intangible asset with finite useful life which are computer software are 3
and 5 years.

Impairment of non-financial assets

At the end of each reporting period, the Group performs impairment reviews in respect of land,
buildings and equipment, right-of-use asset, investment in subsidiary and other intangible assets
whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that an asset may be impaired. An
impairment loss is recognised when the recoverable amount of an asset, which is the higher of
the asset’s fair value less costs to sell and its value in use, is less than the carrying amount.

An impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss.

In the assessment of asset impairment if there is any indication that previously recognised
impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased, the Group estimates the asset’s
recoverable amount. A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been
a change in the assumptions used to determine the asset’'s recoverable amount since the last
impairment loss was recognised. The increased carrying amount of the asset attributable to a
reversal of an impairment loss shall not exceed the carrying amount that would have been
determined had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. Reversal loss is
recognised immediately in profit or loss.

Related party transactions
Related parties comprise enterprises and individuals that control, or are controlled by, the
Company, whether directly or indirectly, or which are under common control with the Company.

They also include individuals which directly or indirectly own a voting interest in the Company
that gives them significant influence over the Company, key management personnel, directors
and officers with authority in the planning and direction of the Company’s operations.

Claim recoveries from litigants

Claim recoveries from litigants are claims paid to victims in case where the litigants are in the
wrong and the Company can thus subrogate their insured’s right to recover from litigants’
insurer. The Company records claim recoveries from litigants as an asset in the financial
statements when it has gathered and submitted complete evidence of its right to a refund to
other insurance companies.

Claim recoveries from litigants are carried at cost less an allowance for expected credit loss
(if any).

Increase (decrease) in allowance for expected credit loss is recognised as expense during the

year.
Insurance contract liabilities

Insurance contract liabilities are stated at the loss reserves and outstanding claims and premium
reserve.

(@) Loss reserves and outstanding claims
Outstanding claims are recorded at the amount to be actual paid. Loss reserves are
provided upon receipt of claim advices from the insured based on the claims notified by
the insured and estimates made by the Company’s management. The maximum value of
claims estimate is not however, to exceed the sum-insured under the relevant policy.

Claim reserves were calculated by using an actuarial method based on the best estimate of
the claims, that are expected to be paid in respect of loss that occur before or as at the
reporting date, covering both reported and not reported loss, and including claim handing
expenses, after deducting salvage values and other recoverable values. Difference between
the calculation claims reserves and the claims already recognised are recorded as incurred
but not reported claims (IBNR).

(b) Premium reserve
Premium reserve consist of unearned premium reserve and unexpired risk reserve.
(1)  Unearned premium reserve
Unearned premium reserve is calculated based on direct premium by daily average
basis (the one-three hundred sixty fifth basis)

However, the increase or decrease in unearned premium reserves from prior year is to
be recognised in profit or loss.

(2) Unexpired risk reserve
Unexpired risk reserve is the reserve for the claims that may be incurred in respect of
in-force policies. Unexpired risk reserve is set aside using an actuarial method, at the
best estimate of the claims that are expected be incurred during the remaining period
of coverage, based on historical claims data.

As at the end of the reporting period, the Company compares the amounts of
unexpired risk reserve with unearned premium reserve, and if unexpired risk reserve
is higher that unearned premium reserve, the different is recognised it as unexpired
risk reserve in the financial statements.

Reserves for claim payment received from insurance companies

Reserves for claim payment received from insurance companies are charged in advance to the
Company’s shareholders and will be paid to victims in respect of claims and related expenses,
on behalf of shareholders, in conformity with the Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535.

The Company collects reserve for claims payments from its shareholders at the rate of 2 - 3
times the average amount of claims paid by the Company in advance. The details of allocation
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of claims payments are stipulated in the Announcement concerning “Allocation of Reserves for
Claims Payments Made by Insurance Companies B.E. 2561".

Salaries, wages, bonuses, contributions to the social security fund and annual leave are
recognised as expenses when incurred.

Post-employment benefits

Defined contribution plans

The Group and their employees have jointly established a provident fund. The fund is monthly
contributed by employees and by the Group. The fund’s assets are held in a separate trust fund
and the Group's contributions are recognised as expenses when incurred.

Defined benefit plans

The Group has obligations in respect of the severance payments it must make to employees
upon retirement under labor law and other employee benefit plans. The Group treats these
severance payment obligations as a defined benefit plan.

The obligation under the defined benefit plan is determined by a professional qualified
independent actuary based on actuarial techniques, using the projected unit credit method.
Actuarial gains and losses arising from post-employment benefits are recognised immediately in

other comprehensive income.

Income tax
Income tax expense represents the sum of corporate income tax currently payable and
deferred tax.

Current tax
Current income tax is recognised in the accounts at the amount expected to be paid to the
taxation authorities, based on taxable profits determined in accordance with tax legislation.

Deferred tax

Deferred income tax is recognised on temporary differences between the tax bases of assets
and liabilities and their carrying amounts at the end of each reporting period, using the tax
rates enacted at the end of the reporting period.

The Group recognises deferred tax liabilities for all taxable temporary differences while they
recognise deferred tax assets for all deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is
probable that future taxable profit will be available against which such deductible temporary
differences can be utilised.

At each reporting date, the Group reviews and reduce the carrying amount of deferred tax
assets to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to
allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilised.

The Group records deferred tax directly to equity if the tax relates to items that are recorded
directly to equity.

422 Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present obligation as a result of a past event, it
is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle
the obligation, and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.
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4 .23. Fair value measurement

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an
orderly transaction between buyer and seller (market participants) at the measurement date. The
Group applies a quoted market price in an active market to measure their assets and liabilities
that are required to be measured at fair value by relevant financial reporting standards. Except
in case of no active market of an identical asset or liability or when a quoted market price is not
available, the Group measures fair value using valuation technique that are appropriate in the
circumstances and maximises the use of relevant observable inputs related to assets and
liabilities that are required to be measured at fair value.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements
are categorised within the fair value hierarchy into three levels based on categories of input to
be used in fair value measurement as follows:

Level 1 - Use of quoted market prices in an observable active market for such assets or liabilities

Level 2 - Use of other observable inputs for such assets or liabilities, whether directly or
indirectly

Level 3 - Use of unobservable inputs such as estimates of future cash flows

At the end of each reporting period, the Group determines whether transfers have occurred
between levels within fair value hierarchy for assets and liabilities held at the end of the
reporting period that are measured at fair value on a recurring basis.

5. Significant accounting judgments and estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with financial reporting standards at times

requires management to make subjective judgments and estimates regarding matters that are

inherently uncertain. These judgments and estimates affect reported amounts and disclosures and

actual results could differ from these estimates. Significant judgments and estimates are as follows:

Recognition and derecognition of assets and liabilities

In considering whether to recognise or to derecognise assets or liabilities, the management is
required to make judgement on whether significant risk and rewards of those assets or liabilities
have been transferred, based on their best knowledge of the current events and arrangements.

Allowance for doubtful accounts

In determining an allowance for doubtful accounts of premium receivable, the management
needs to make judgment and estimates based upon, among other things, past collection
experience, aging profile of outstanding debts and the prevailing economic condition.

Allowance for impairment of investments in equity securities

The Company treats equity instruments classified as investments in available-for-sale securities
measured at fair value through other comprehensive income as impaired when there has been a
significant or prolonged decline in the fair value below their cost or where other objective
evidence of impairment exists. The determination of what is “significant” or “prolonged” requires
judgment of the management.

Allowance for expected credit loss on financial assets

The management needs to make judgement and estimate allowance for expected credit losses
for financial assets. The calculation of allowance for expected credit losses depends on the
criteria used for assessment of a significant increase in credit risk, the debtors and counter
parties status analysis and the probability of debt collection. This estimation has various relevant
factors; therefore, the actual results may differ from estimates.

Fair value of financial instruments

In determining the fair value of financial instruments that are not actively traded and for which
quoted market prices are not readily available, the management exercise judgement, using a
variety of valuation techniques and models. The input to these models is taken from observable
markets, and includes consideration of credit risk, liquidity, correlation and longer-term volatility
of financial instruments. Change in assumptions about these factors could affect the fair value
and disclosures of fair value hierarchy.

Land building and equipment and depreciation

In determining depreciation of building and equipment, the management is required to make
estimates of the useful lives and residual values of the Company’s equipment and to review
estimate useful lives and residual values when there are any changes.

In addition, the management is required to review equipment for impairment on a periodical
basis and record impairment losses when it is determined that its recoverable amount is lower
than the carrying amount. This requires judgments regarding forecast of future revenues and
expenses relating to the assets subject to the review.

Deferred tax assets

Deferred tax assets are recognised for deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is
probable that taxable profit will be available against which the temporary differences and losses
can be utilised. Significant management judgement is required to determine the amount of
deferred tax assets that can be recognised, based upon the likely timing and level of estimate
future taxable profits.

Loss reserve and outstanding claims

At the end of each reporting period, the Company has to estimate loss reserve and outstanding
claims taking into account two factors. These are the claim incurred and reported, and the
claims incurred but not reported (IBNR). The IBNR reserve is calculating by using an international
standard actuarial method.

The main assumptions underlying these techniques relate to historical experience, including the
development of claims estimates, paid losses, average costs per claim and claim numbers. To
perform the calculation, it is necessary to perform analysis based on the type of insurance and
to use the services of an actuary with expertise, experience, and an understanding of the
insurance business and the Company’s products.

Nevertheless, the estimation requires the management’s judgements reflecting the best
estimates available at that time. Such estimates are forecasts of future outcomes, and actual
results could differ.

Unexpired risk reserve

Unexpired risk reserve is calculated using an actuarial method, based on the best estimate of
the claims expected to incur over the remaining term of the insurance. Estimating the reserve
requires the management to exercise judgment, with reference to historical data and the best
estimates available at the time.

Post-employment benefits under defined benefit plans

The obligation under the defined benefit is determined based on actuarial techniques. Such
determination is made based on various assumptions, including discount rate, future salary
increase rate, mortality rate and staff turnover rate.
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511. Leases
The Group cannot readily determine the interest rate implicit in the lease, therefore, the
management is required to exercise judgement in estimating its incremental borrowing rate to
discount lease liabilities. The incremental borrowing rate is the rate of interest that the Group
would have to pay to borrow over a similar term, and with a similar security, the funds
necessary to obtain an asset of a similar value to the right-of-use asset in a similar environment.

5.12. Litigation
The Company has contingent liabilities as a result of litigation. The Company’s management has
used judgement to assess the results of the litigation and believes that loss incurred will not
exceed the recorded amounts as at the end of reporting period.

statutory reserve cannot be used for dividend payment. At present, the statutory reserve has fully
been set aside.

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Provident fund

The Group and its employees jointly established provident funds in accordance with the Provident
Fund Act BE. 2530. Both employees and the Group contribute to the funds monthly at the rates of
5% - 15% of basic salary. The Company’s fund which is managed by MFC Asset Management Public
Company Limited and the subsidiary’s fund which is managed by Kasikorn Asset Management
Company Limited, will be paid to employees upon termination in accordance with the funds’ rules.
During the year ended 31 December 2022, the Group contributed Baht 27.0 million (2021: Baht 25.7
million) to the funds.

Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share is calculated by dividing the profit for the year attributable to equity holder
of the Company (excluding other comprehensive income) by the weighted average number of
ordinary shares in issue during the year.

Related party transactions

The Company is established under the Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535 (“the Act”) to provide the
claim services to motor vehicle victims on behalf of insurance companies or the Victim Compensation
Fund. The Company’s shareholders, comprising of 59 motor insurance companies operating under the
Act, paid subsidies as proportion of compulsory motor premiums received from the insured
according to the Act. In addition, each insurance company has to allocate reserve for claims
payments at 2 - 3 times of the average of claims paid by the Company in advance in lieu of these
insurance companies. Moreover, the Company received management fees for advance payment of
claims at Baht 300 per case.

From January 2010, all insurance companies are required to submit subsidy to the Company at a rate
of 12.25% of the premiums received from insured parties, in accordance with the Ministry of Finance
Notification regarding the principles and methods for payment of contributions for expenses of Road
Accident Victims Protection Co., Ltd., dated 26 April 2010.

In addition, the Company must pay a policy data service fee to the shareholders, for services related
to the use of motor insurance information and accident information, as well as claims payments, to
check information on acceptation the request and payment of claims services for the purpose of
reducing road accidents and thus reduce loss of life and body, in accordance with the government’s
road safety policy of the government sector. The business transactions are in line with the
contractual conditions.

Since 2021, there have been the following significant changes:

Policy data fee
® On 30 March 2021, the Board of Directors’ Meeting No. 284/2021 of the Company passed a

resolution approving the preparation of the 2021 Policy Data Service Fee Agreement at the 2021
Annual General Meeting of Shareholders. Therefore, during the three-month period ended 31
March 2021, the Company did not enter into Policy Data Service Fee Agreement with all non-life
insurance companies and did not record the policy data fee for the 2021 in the financial
statements.

® On 27 April 2021, the 2021 Annual General Meeting of the Company’s shareholders, passed a
resolution authorising the Board of Directors to consider the preparation of the 2021 Policy Data
Service Fee Agreement. The maximum fee is not to exceed Baht 20 per a full year policy.

® On 30 November 2021, the Board of Directors’ Meeting No. 293/2021 of the Company passed a
resolution approving the preparation of the 2021 Policy Data Service Fee Agreement with a non-
life insurance company for a further period of one year, taking into account car insurance
information from 1 January 2021 to 31 December 2021 which is in accordance with the resolution
of the 2021 Annual General Meeting of Shareholders of the Company authorising the Board of
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Directors to consider the preparation of the 2021 Policy Data Service Fee Agreement. As a
result, the Company recorded full amount of policy data fees for the year 2021 in the fourth
quarter of 2021.

On 25 January 2022, the Board of Directors Meeting No. 1/2022 of the Company reviewed the
budget plan for the year 2022. The budget plan included a reduction in expenses, and as such,
the Company decided not to use the insurance information service. Therefore, the Company did
not enter into a Policy Data Fee Agreement with non-life insurance companies for using the car
insurance information service for the year 2022. As a result, the Company did not record any
policy data fees for 2022 in the financial statements.

On 14 December 2022, the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders No. 1/ 2022 of the
Company passed a resolution approving the preparation of the 2022 Policy Data Service Fee
Agreement with a non-life insurance company for a further period of one year. This contract
would enable the Company to access information on all types of car insurance and claim
payment for policies with coverage from 1 January 2022 to 31 December 2022. As a result, the
Company recorded full amount of policy data fees for the year 2022 in the fourth quarter of
2022.

On 31 August 2021, the Board of Directors’ Meeting No. 289/2021 of the Company passed a
resolution acknowledging and approving the reduction of the subsidy rate. The Thai General
Insurance Association will submit a letter to the OIC to support insurance businesses affected by
the COVID-19 pandemic by reconsidering the reduction of the subsidy rate that must be paid to
the Company by the non-life insurance company to be 225 percent for 1 year from the third
quarter of 2021 to the second quarter of 2022.

On 27 October 2021, the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders No. 1/2021 of the
Company passed a resolution approving the reduction of the subsidy rate as requested by the
Thai General Insurance Association from the previous rate of 12.25 percent to 2.25 percent from
the third quarter of 2021 to the second quarter of 2022 and postponement of the non-life
insurance company’s subsidy payment for the third and the fourth quarter of 2021.

According to the resolution of the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders No. 1/2021, on
28 October 2021 the Company submitted a letter to the OIC to confirm the request for the
reduction of subsidy rate proposed by the Thai General Insurance Association. It is currently in
the preliminary process of considering by the OIC, which requires careful consideration of the
impact on the financial position and the operating results after the reduction of the subsidy rate
because the Company is established under the Motor Vehicle Victims Act B.E. 2535 to provide
the claim services to motor vehicle victims. Therefore, this requires further legal procedures for
the Ministry of Finance to consider and obtain approval from the Minister of Finance for the
issuance in ministry notification regarding the determination of the new subsidy rates.

On 26 April 2022, the 2022 Annual General Meeting of the Company’s shareholders approved
the postponement of subsidies to be paid by non-life insurance companies, thereby paying at a
rate of only 2.25% from the third quarter of the year 2021 to the second quarter year 2022.

On 4 July 2022, the OIC requested a meeting between the Company's Managing Director and an
OIC officer to discuss the delay in collecting subsidies from non-life insurance companies. The
OIC advised that the consideration process was still ongoing and that any actions concerning
the reduction of the subsidy could only be made when the notification from the Ministry of
Finance governing the rules and methods for paying subsidies for the expenses of the central
company protecting victims from car accidents has been revised and becomes in effect.
Consequently, the Company is required to collect the subsidies from non-life insurance
companies in accordance with the amount and period specified in the notification. The Company
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acknowledges this and will present it to the Board of Directors' meeting for consideration to
collect the full amount of the subsidy receivable.

® On 26 July 2022, the Board of Director Meeting No. 7/2022 of the Company resolved to
authorise the management to issue a letter of inquiry to the Non-Life Insurance Association
regarding the progress of the contribution rate reduction. If the Association provides a reply,
the Company will present it to the Board of Directors meeting for further consideration.
Moreover, as for the matter that the Company has to collect full subsidies from non-life
insurance companies as required by the OIC, the Board of Directors cannot consider collecting
the subsidies in rest as the collection of subsidies must comply with the resolution of the
shareholders’ meeting. If a conclusion is reached, the Company will present it to the
shareholders' meeting again.

® On 30 August 2022, the Board of Directors’ meeting No. 8/2022 of the Company resolved to
acknowledge the consideration of reducing the contribution rate, which is currently in the
process of presenting additional information to the Ministry of Finance. The OIC has informed
that the working group is in the process of reviewing the contribution rate. Additionally, the Thai
General Insurance Association had requested that the Company postpone the collection of
subsidies from the non-life insurance companies.

® On 29 September 2022, the Board of Directors Meeting No. 9/2022 of the Company resolved to
acknowledge and approve the collection of subsidies at the rate of 12.25% for the third quarter
and the fourth quarter of the year 2022, consistent with the previous rates.

® On 25 October 2022, the Board of Directors Meeting No. 10/2022 of the Company resolved to
acknowledge that the Company has addressed the issue of receiving insufficient subsidy with
the OIC. The OIC has requested supporting documents from the Company for clarification, which
the Company submitted by 21 October 2022.

Furthermore, the OIC has issued a letter to non-life insurance companies requiring clarification
for unpaid contributions. The OIC has informed the Company to collect subsidies at the rate of
12.25 percent until the Ministry of Finance's regulations are announced and the reduction in
subsidy is in effect.

® During the fourth quarter of 2022, the Company received the full amount of the accrued
subsidy receivable, which had been outstanding from the third quarter of 2021 to the second
quarter of 2022.

The request for the reduction of the subsidy rate is currently being considered and the outcome has
not been finalised. The Ministry of Finance's notification regarding the criteria and method of
payment of subsidy for expenses of the Road Accident Victims Protection Company Limited as of 26
April 2010, which is still in effect and states that the non-life insurance companies have to pay
subsidy within thirty days from the end of the three-month period at a rate of 1225 percent. In
addition, the non-life insurance companies have confirmed the amount of subsidy to be in line with
the subsidy form at a rate of 12.25 percent of the insurance premiums received from the insured
under the Motor Vehicle Victim Protection Act B.E. 2535. To comply with the notification, the
Company therefore recognised the subsidy as income at a rate of 12.25 percent, which is the current
rate until the results of consideration are finalised.

As at 31 December 2022, the Company had capital commitments of approximately Baht 3.44
million (2021: Baht 17.04 million), relating to equipment and computer software.

283 Litigation
As at 31 December 2022, the Company has been sued for damages totaling approximately Baht
57.16 million (2021: Baht 36.39 million) as insurer. The total maximum sum insured per the relevant
policies is Baht 26.33 million (2021: Baht 15.33 million). The outcomes of these causes have not yet
been finalised. The Company’s management believes that the Company has not set aside
reserves for its contingent losses as the Company has taken into account the actual losses of
the insured and has already paid claims in accordance with the policy term and conditions.

29. Risk and risk management policy
29.1. Non-life insurance risk
Insurance risk is a risk that arises from the obligation of the Company towards the insured, by
the Company takes on too much risk and defining premium pricing that inconsistent with the
actual losses, the risk that arises from the fluctuation in the frequency, severity and timing of
loss which may be deviated from the assumption used in determining the premium rate, reserve
calculation and underwriting.

The major factor insurance risk of the Company is the premium rate under the Protection for
Motor Vehicle Victims Act. which is a single rate divided by vehicle types and usage according
to the Registrar. However the loss ratio of the Company is due to the change in frequency,
severity of risk that the Company has taken on which is higher than assumption. Allocation of
premium reserve and loss reserve, changes in the behavior of the policyholder / insured and
may affect the claim expense and expected future cash flows.

In order to manage the risk, the Company has monitored the risks that may affect the
Company's operations as follows:

Underwriting, the Company has set underwriting policy, sales target and underwriting process
as well as closely monitor the premium receivables. The Company carried out monthly
comparison of underwriting and loss ratio in accordance with the non-life insurance business
standard to analyse and correct the situation that may affect the Company.

On claims management and claim reserve, the Company has established a policy to manage
claims, oversee and monitor the status of claims, improve claim management standards to be
concise, fair and streamlined by using the generally accepted actuarial method, calculated and
certified by licensed actuary as well as monitored and analysed change of reserve consistently
to consider risk factors that may affect the Company’s reserve to ensure adequacy of reserve
for the future obligations to the insured. The actuary has reviewed suitability and adequacy of
the insurance reserve.
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In conclusion, the risk outlook for the Company's insurance claims has increased as the result of
the increase in compulsory motor vehicle insurance coverage and the rate of accidents is likely
to rise as well as fluctuations in economic growth rate which affecting the overall revenue of the
Company. This may affect the Company’s performance and capital funds will continue to grow in
a declining direction.

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29.2. Financial risk
(a) Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that the Company may suffer a financial loss as a result of a
counterparty’s inability to comply with the terms of a financial instrument. The Company is
exposed to credit risk primarily with respect to premium receivables, loans and subsidy
receivables. The Company manages the risk by adopting appropriate credit control policies.
Concentrations of the credit risk with respect to premiums receivable is not significant

because the Company’s policyholders are spread among a variety of different industries
and geographic regions.

In addition, credit risk relating to investments in debt securities is managed by investing in
government and state enterprise securities and debt securities issued by large private firms
that are financially stable and have good credit ratings.

The Company, therefore, expects its maximum exposure to credit risk to be the book value
of assets less any allowance for doubtful accounts and allowance for expected credit loss
as presented in statement of financial position.

Financial assets with a significant increase in credit risk

The Company continuously monitors and analyses the status of financial assets to assess
whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, taken into
account in credit rating downgrade of counterparties. Moreover, financial assets are
considered credit impaired when one or more events occur affecting the counterparty’s
future cashflow estimates. Evidence of a financial asset being credit impaired includes
observable information such as default in payment of counterparties, the issuer of a financial
instrument facing significant financial difficulties, a high probability that the counterparty will
enter into bankruptcy or undergo financial restructuring. To manage risks, the Company
monitors and reports on the status of credit rating to Investment Committee.

support the preparation of plans and follow up on the results of the operation.

From this cooperation, there has been a work plan to fix the risk spots in 76 provinces. Each
province prioritizes on the work plan to fix the risk spots as their first priority and summarized the report
on solving the risk spots of each province in the form of a summary report handbook by delivering the
handbook "Road safety, fixing 76 risk points (provinces)" to Road Safety Directing Center in the level of
provincial, district and various department in every province.
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Strengthening road safety culture in 3 levels

The company, which has always driven the issue of road safety along with the protection of road
accident victims according to the Protection for Motor Vehicle Victims Act BE. 2535, has always been
aware of the loss and damage to life, body or health of the public as a result of road accidents along with
the sense of social responsibility together and realize that car accidents related to everyone, not just only
someone.

There are 3 levels of action as follow;

1. Youth level : There is a plan to create road safety awareness among youth in educational
institutions in every province across the country through the preparation of a project under the project
name “(RVP Road Safety Camp: RSC)” was established to promote and strengthen road safety awareness
among young people who will grow up as adults as a measure to prevent and reduce traffic accidents
both now and in a sustainable future forever.

2. Working age level : There is a road safety culture promotion plan in the organization. which is
a person of working age who is building for the future and family which when they graduate and work in
the organization, there will be rules and regulations for work and to protect the valued person in that
organization take many risks of accident from using road and vehicles which may cause of lost. The plan
was first implemented within the company under the name RVP Strives for Road Safety Culture by
preparing a white paper for road Safety (RVP — White Paper for Road Safety) to encourage all employees
in the company to strictly adhere which may cause of road safety culture within the organization and
spread to society to be as part of promoting the Decade of Road Safety.

As a result of the operation, road accidents of employees have decreased. Therefore, a plan has
been established to expand to external organization by presenting concepts and driven with the project.
"Road Safety Organization: RSO) that promote any organizations must be rules, regulations, organizational
measures for road safety that are considered as a road safety charter.

3. Community level : The campaign to reduce road accidents requires serious cooperation from
all sectors from the provincial, district, sub-district and village levels. In the community level, there is a
concept that needs to create awareness and community involvement. Road Accident Victims Protection
company Limited brings the three pillars framework "u>s" home (u)-temple(d)-school(s) according to the
royal initiative of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the great to be applied in combination with belief-
based ideology Faith in Thai society's way of life combined with road safety. Therefore, the helmet
wearing campaign has been initiated to create awareness to drive campaigns at the community level
under the project name “Helmet for Community Buddhism'’s robe- offering ceremony” (Muak Boon)

Value Creation Project for People with Disabilities from Car Accident

The Company initiated a value creation project for people with disabilities from car accidents (Call
Center, Central Company 1791) in 2008, aiming to generate income for people with disabilities from car
accidents and develop more work potential to be able to live a normal life.
